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 Using Tegrity with eLearning 
 
 

 
Tegrity is a Powerlink in eLearning that allows you to create recordings of lectures and 

presentations on your own computer or a classroom computer. The recordings created 
with Tegrity can then be stored, indexed, searched, and replayed by students. 
 
Note: Tegrity receives a listing of eLearning users and classes once per day, which can 

cause a delay in the availability of Tegrity recording and viewing capabilities for a 
particular class or user.  
 
 
ADDING TEGRITY TO AN ELEARNING COURSE 
 
1. Open your eLearning course and click the Build tab. 

 
2. Scroll to the top of the homepage, folder or learning module to which you would like to 

add Tegrity and click . 
 

3. Select Tegrity.  
 
 
 

4. Click . 
 

5. Enter a title for your presentation in the Title field. Students will see this title. 

 

6. Click the  button. The link to your Tegrity presentation should now appear on 
the selected page. 

 
 
RECORDING A TEGRITY SESSION 
 
1. Select the Teach tab in your eLearning course and click on the Tegrity link you 

created in step 6 above. You may need to enter your Bama username and password 
and select your eLearning class. If you will be using a PowerPoint presentation in 
your recorded session, open it and have it ready at this point. 

 

2. Click the  button in the upper left portion of the Tegrity window. The first 
time Tegrity is used on a computer, it will have to be installed. If you do not have 
administrative rights on the computer, you may need to contact the person who 
administers computers in your area to have Tegrity installed. 

 
Note: If in Firefox, Tegrity displays 
the message below, exit Firefox 
and reopen the course in Internet 
Explorer.

3. Follow the instructions for installing the ActiveX Control and other Tegrity 
components. 

 
When your computer is ready for a 
Tegrity recording, you will see the 
tegrity Recorder window.. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
4. Click the dropdown arrow next to the Course field and select the course you want to 

add the Tegrity recording to. 
 

 
 

5. If you would like to change the title of the Recording, delete the existing title and type 
a new title in the Recording Title field.  

 
6. If you would like to include a picture along with your Tegrity recording, click 

 and click  to locate the file you would like to use as 
the picture. If you would prefer to include a video of yourself instead of a still picture, 
click the checkbox next to Instructor Video. Choosing the Instructor Video option 
will include the video of you speaking in the presentation that is viewed by students. 
Note that the inclusion of an instructor video requires a video camera or webcam 
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attached to your computer. Adding video is also more resource intensive and may 
negatively affect the experience of students using a lower bandwidth connection. 

 

 
 

7. If you would like to test the audio portion of your recording, click the  button.  
 

A. Make sure you have a headset or microphone attached to your computer and 

click the  button and speak into the microphone. When you are 

finished with your recording, click . 

B. To review the recording just created, click . 

C. When you are satisfied with the audio, click the  button. 
 
8. If you are including an instructor video and would like 

to make adjustments to the video settings for your 

recording, click the  button.  
 

A. Click the dropdown arrow next to the Default 
audio source field and select the audio device 
you would like to use to record the audio portion 
of your session. Note that you may be able to 
choose from several devices depending upon the 
equipment that is attached to your computer. 
 

B. If you are including an instructor video and have 
multiple devices capable of capturing video 
connected to your computer, click the dropdown 

box to the left of the  button and choose 
the device you wish to use to record your video. 
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C. Click the   button to make adjustments specific to the video recording 
device you have chosen. 

D. To test the video portion of your equipment, click . 
 
a. Make sure you have a video camera or webcam attached to your computer 

and click the  button. When you are finished recording your video, 

click . 

b. To review the recording just created, click . 

c. When you are satisfied with the video, click the  button. 
 

E. If you would like to change the icon associated with this recording, click the 

 button and browse to the location of the graphic you wish to use.  
 

F. When you have completed selecting options for your recording, click the 

 button. 
 
 

9. Once you are returned to the original 
Tegrity Recording window, click the 

 button. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
10. You will be presented with a window that 

explains the Tegrity Toolbar. This toolbar will 

appear in your taskbar at the bottom right of 
your computer screen.
